GET WISDOM

| am writing this on my birthday. As we get “older,”
especially as Christians, we don’t just want an increase
in years, but in Wisdom. Wisdom doesn’t automatically
come with age, so how do we “get,” or increase,
Wisdom?

The Bible says, in Proverbs 1:7: “The fear (or reverence)
of God is the beginning of Wisdom.” But how do we
show Reverence to God?

I’'m waxing nostalgic (after you reach a certain age, you
do that on your birthday) so I'll compare it to the way |
recall, as a teenager, giving homage (Reverence is only
for God) to a favorite Pop Singer. (For me, it was Carole
King, among others. You can fill in that blank for your-
self.)

First, you spent your money, and from a teenager’s
perspective LOTS of it! Either you went to a concert or,
like most of us, to the record store and bought their
latest album.

Second, once you got it home, you played that album
so much that every song had a skip in it! (Sorry, young
people, now | really am showing my age!)
